The situation in Ukraine is ever more serious 
and our prayers for all involved are urgently 
needed.  To facilitate this, and in recognition 
that the broader community may welcome 
more access to our churches, we are trying to 
keep St Godwald’s open throughout the week 
between approximately 9am and 4pm.  There is 
a rota at the back of church where you can 
indicate your willingness to help with this.  
Please try to work in pairs as lone working in 
churches is not advised. 
In addition to offering to open or close our 
churches, we are also inviting people to lead 
prayers at the start and the close of each day.  
This can be as simple as saying the Lord’s Prayer 
and as complex as reciting the full liturgy for 
evening prayer.
